Enrolls at the Official School of Art where he stays one year and
during which time he is awarded an honorary diploma.
Receives his first orders for religious sculptures.

Given an order for a model of a gothic building in Drassanes,
Barcelona, which was exhibited in a public space on Passeig
de Gracia, Barcelona.
